Equipment Addition

Work is almost completed on tho in-
stallation of the roller mills received
from Miami. A great amount of ra-
arrangement was necessary to provide
space for these mills and still maa-
tain a functional preduction line lay-
out,

It has taken considerable time to put
all of these mills into operation since
all electrical equipment had to be con-
verted to 440 wvolts.

We now have seventeen mills install-
ed. The mills rom Miami will be uzed
for many new sections besides the ones
they were producing. Three new sec-
tions have already been tooled for those
mills and will soon be in production.

Jim Postlewaite recently visited the
Miami plant and arranged for shipment
of part of the punch press eguipment
to Chatsworth, This eguipment has
now been received and will zoon he in-
stalled. In addition to six to eight
punch presses it includes tumbling and
dyeing eguipment, and other auxiliary
machines.

20 been received with which to make
the rivets used in Har-Vey Hardware
hangers.

By way of explanation we deem that
product Engineering has two primary
functions:

1. To maintain and physically keep
up to date all existing product lines.
In short this is done by the physical
additions and deletions to our products
that make them better and/or at less
cost.

2. To maintain and transmit this in-
formation to all departments of the
Company. MNormally this iz done
through the establishing, maintaining
and distribution of a blueprinting sys-
tem.

In the past we have split this respon-
sibility by having the product man-
agers charged with the responsibility
of physically keeping the product up to
date while Product Engineering, :s
such, has been charged with the re-
sponsibility of maintaining and d's-
tributing blue print records. In short,
we are putting these functions togeth-
er under Hank Majeske as we feel that
thiz would give us better overall pro-
duct line advancement,
