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A Brief History of
Rolscreen Company,
Pella, Iowa

{We are pleased 1o submit the follow-
ing history of one of our customers.)

Rolscreen Company of Pella, Towa, is
an outstanding example of rapid and
substantial growth from small begin-
ning, a5 made possible only under the
American competitive enterprise sys-
tem. The Company was originally or-
ganized in 1925 to produce rolling win-
dow screens under the trade name “Rol-
sereens.”  There were three plant em-
plovees. The product was a new de-
velopment  in the window-screening
field, incorporating some fifteen exclu-
sive patented features. Its success was
immediate and, to this day, it remains
an cutstanding product in the windowe-
sereen field.  Installed Relscreens run
into the millions.

Later, other products were added. In
1934, Rolscreen Company developed an
entirely new Wenetian Blind construc-
tion. It was the originator of what is
called the *enclosed headmember”, in
which all of the operating mechanism
is concealed, Pella Venetian Blinds
wire recognized as a product of unusual
merit, but manufacture of them was
discontinued in 1957, due to decreasing
demand for Venetian Elinds,

Still intent on further expansion of
husiness in the window field, Rolscreen
Company designed an entirely new win-
dow which it first marketed in 1837,
This was a good casement sash, com-
pletely weather-stripped, installed in a
wiood-lined steel frame, all factory as-
sembled with operating hardware, and
equipped with its already-famous Rol-
zereen,  Double-glazing panels for insu-
lation against cold and heat and noise
were also included, all combined fto
male ong of the finest windows on the
market. The window was designed for
fine residential use, where quality and
all-weather protection were paramount.
Trademarked as the “Pella” window, it
haz not only been used in many thou-
zands of the very finest residences, but
iz also used in churches, hospitals, and
monumental construction. Iis economy
is recognized in that it iz also used in
medest-priced homes.

Just For Me?

Quality Improvement
On Sereen Docr

You can sell a person one of an item
because it is cheaper than its compe-
tition, but to sell him a second one it
must also have some gquality. With this
in mind we have made a change in one
operation on our I-1 Sereen Door,

Om the first shipment of doors to
California it was discovered that the
plastic clips aligning the door in the
Z-bar were breaking. It was guickly
found that dropping the carton on its
base from aboul one foot high allowed
the door to move down, snapping the
clip. We immediately switched to pack-
ing the hardware pack wrapped in cor-
rugated cardboard under the door in-
stead of on top to hold the door in place.
Since we had many doors in inventory
already carioned L the old manner,
they were all opened and the hardware
repacked in the bottom of the carton.
By this immediate action on a prob-
lemm of quality we hope we have pre-
vented making hundreds of customers
dissatisfied with our product.

Incidentally, we have enough screen
doors in  inventory 1o support one
month's forecasted sales. Last year
we never caught up with orders: this
year we plan to ship the day the order
is received.
