Mr. Petry explained that The Kop-
pers Company has a number of con-
tracts to start up and operate steel
plants in Seuth America and other for-
eign locations, bringing technical know-
how and experienced personnel to
countries which are furthering their in-
dustrial development, The new steel
plant in Venezuela is located near the
junction of the Orinoco and Caroni Riv-
ers, 300 air miles southeast of Caracas,
and has nine electric furnaces to smelt
iron ore to pig iron, four 230 ton ba-
zic open hearth furnaces to convert pig
iron and =zcrap to steel ingots, and roil-
ing mills to produce a variety of sec-
tion including bars, rods, rails, pipe,
ete. At initial capacity this plant wili
pour almost 700,000 net tons annually
with provision for doubling this oul-
put by adding furnaces.

Mr. Petrv as Advisory FPlant Mana-
ger, will head up the Koppers team of
steel-making specialists and engineers
who will assist and direct the Venezu-
elan management in their efforts to
begin production.

Start-up operations will be compli-
cated by many problems, especially the
hot climate and lack of industriai ex-
perience of the workmen, although
msny of the Venezuslan management
group have American engincering de-
grees and industrial experience. This
situation, together with the size of the

Trip to Venezueln

Chuck Petry, Manufacturing WVice
President, and hizs wife, Gens, returned
from a week'z trip to Venezuela and
Jamaica on February Sth.

The first stop on their flying journey
was Caracazs, Venezuela, a beautiful
city called "The Paris of South Ameri-
ca.” The temperature is a steady 75
degrees the year round, and the flow-
ors and vegetation are similar to those
in Florida.

Flying along the eastern coast they
visited Puerto Ordaz, where the great
ore doeks are located from which thou-
sands of tons of ore are shipped each
year to the United States from one of
the richest deposits in the western
hemisphere,

They alzo inspected a new Venszu-
elan steel plant at bantanzaz and a
large hydroelectric plant on the Caroni
River. A wisit to the jungle acrosz the
river turned up lots of lizards and
birds but no snakes!

At every stop Chuck tried his school
Spanizh on the local people, but found
that “"Buenas Dias'" (Good day or hel-
lo) and “Gracias” {(Thank You) plus a
amile and “0.

Returning to Caracas they flew to
Montego Bay, Jamaica, ‘“where the
ram cotmes from.” Travelers are re-
minded of thiz principal sroduct as each
incoming plane is meet by a pretty girl
bearing a tray of glasses filled with
rum punch—only one per person, how-
ever! This eased the trip through cus-
toms where all luggage was inspected.

Their stay in Montego (described by
Chuck as the original Eden) was made
complete by swimming every day in the
warm T2 degree Caribbean Sea, shop-
ping for hand made straw hats and
purses, and seeing the local sights.
Among these was the ruins of the
planter’s home of Rosehall surrounded
by fields of sugar cane.
