The 026 Keypunch can be used to
punch numerical or alphabetical infor-
mation. Where the manual process has
many reports to be summarized into a
report, the punch ecard once It has
been punched and verified can be used
for many reports. Therefore it will
automatically be faster than any man-
ual process for the same job.

The 082 Sorter is used to put the
cards in any onumerical or alphabetical
order that iz desired. The job of ar-
ranging the documents to be used in re-
ports has always been a very time con-
suming job and has the disadvantage
of sometimes being arranged in the
wrong format due to human error.

The 402 Accounting Machine is used
to print the reports. Many computations
must be made, checked and summariz-
efd before reports can be presented o
management, therefore the manual
system often falls short of meeting the
requirements of the management. With
the basic information contained in
IBEM. cards, these reports can be pre-
pared with both speed and accuracy.
The nerve center of this machine is
the control panel. When wired correct-
Iv it tells the machine what to print
and how to print it.

The 514 Reproducer is designed pri-
marily to copy, or reproduce, original
filez =0 the second set can be used for
other operations without disturbing the
original files. Monotonous repetition is
a charaeteristic of manual records.
Records made on the same day have to
have the same date; records made at
the same source must hiave the same

Punched cards are arranged by an
ILBM. sorter in the sequence de-
sired.

3. Printed reports are prepared aulo-
matically by LI.A. accounting ma-
chines that read the holes in the
cards and prints the reports.
