ASPC to Install Paint Line

Equipment Such As Installation Pictured Here and On Page 3 Will Be
Put Into Operation at Chatsworth Plant.

Worlt Lns begun ocn the now building
that iz to house the continuous paint
line for painting our metal before form-
ing. Heretofore this work has been
done by an outside firm in Chicago.

American Screen will be the only
firm in our industry possessing such

equipment and one of the few in tho
United States. This line will be approxi-
mately 210 feet long, painting a strip 18
inches wide which is fairly narrow [or
the length. Anderzen green will be used
as well as other colors.

The proceszs consists basically of the

Double unwinder, stitcher and accomulator,

following steps: The cleaning of the
inefal, conversion coating by passing
through chromic acid, rinsing and dry-
ing, then the painting by passing
through a roller coating unit. After
painting the metal passes through a 60
foot drying oven and is re-coiled in fin-
1shed form al the end.

The metal will enter at the south end
of the new addition, next to the air
compressor, and process will [low north
with final rewind at extreme north
end, Our slitters will be re-arranged to
allow for more even flow of material
thrcugh the plant.

‘whis equipment offers us further in-
tegration and equally important creates
ad L tional new jobs and skills for the
poople in our plant. We hope that the
‘nstallation will be completed by mid-
fall.

A paint storage room and lab wili
also be housed in the south end of the
new  addition.
