The possible damage from such a fire
is hard to comprehend, but it does
‘bring home to us how much safely
protection we have in the plant which
we take for granted. Our entire plant
is protected by either water sprinklers
or CO2 heads. Every month the
sprinkler system is tested at least once
to be sure it is functioning, and the
pressure on the COZ2 tank is checked
regularly.

The best fire fighting system is that
which never has to be used Good
housekeeping and cleanliness are two of
the best ways to keep from using it.
